Feast of Christ the King: Today marks the end of this
liturgical year as we celebrate the Feast of Christ the King.
Next weekend we begin the new liturgical year (Cycle B)
and we will be reading from the Gospel of Mark throughout
most of the year.

Thanksgiving Day Mass: There will be a Mass celebrated
on Thanksgiving morning, November 27", at 9:00 a.m.
(There will be no 7:00 a.m. Mass on Thanksgiving.) Please
join us in giving God thanks for all the blessings bestowed
upon us and our nation.

Advent Begins Next Weekend: The season of preparation
for Christmas, the liturgical season of Advent, begins next
weekend. There will be a number of prayer and meditation
resources available at the entrances to the Church to
enhance your spiritual preparation for Christmas.

Chanted Advent Vespers with the Exposition of the
Blessed Sacrament will be held on Sunday evenings at
4:30 p.m. through Advent. The dimly lit Church and the
smell of incense invite parishioners to experience this time
of hopeful waiting.

The Feast of St. Ambrose is December 7th. The CCW
will host coffee and desserts after both the 9:00 a.m. and
11:00 a.m. Masses.

The Annual "Gift of the Drummer" Program will have
children's names provided by Catholic Community Services
available for distribution at all Masses again this weekend
and will continue through November 29-30. Please stop in
the Gathering Space to choose the name of a child to help
this Christmas. Provide new clothing, shoes, coats, boots,
etc. for these children at Christmas time.

New Missalettes and Music Aids: Instead of the current
missalettes and Music Issues, we are replacing the two
volumes with a single volume that will include all the
readings for the year and music. This will reduce the cost
of the missalettes and be easier to use since everything will
be in a single volume. Please do not take these home for
your personal use. These resources must be left in the pew
for everyone’s use. 1f you would like to purchase a
missalette for your personal use, copies are available in the
rectory for $5.00.

Economic Impact on St. Ambrose

The downturn of the economy in recent months has not
only affected many families in St. Ambrose Parish but it
has also led to a decrease in the weekly contributions
needed to run the Parish. In order to avoid a deficit at
the end of this fiscal year we will be cutting some services
that you will immediately notice.

Discontinuation of the printed worship aids. Despite
the fact that this will limit the music options, it is an
unnecessary expense. Printed music aids will only be
used on holidays and special occasions.

Discontinuation of hiring paid cantors and musicians.
For many years we have relied on hiring some paid
cantors and musicians as needed. By relying on the
talents of our own parishioners, we can avoid this
unnecessary expense.

Discontinuation of the printing and mailing of our
quarterly newsletter, The Ambrosian. This will save
several thousand dollars that could be used elsewhere.

Discontinuation of our First Friday Senior Lunches,
Appreciation Dinner and Parish Council Christmas Party
for this fiscal year.

Elimination of the donuts at the Sunday socials and
offer coffee, punch and cookies instead. Since it is
impossible to judge how many will come to the social, we
often have far too many donuts that go to waste. We can
save a significant amount of money by simplifying the
socials.

Last spring when the economy was not impacting the
Parish, the Parish Council pledged $5000/year for three
years to the St. Joseph Villa construction project. I have
written to Villa administrator indicating that we will not
be able to pay any additional money on the pledge for this
fiscal year. We will re-evaluate this in June when we see
if things in the Parish have improved.

We will seriously limit the number of gifts and
donations for the remainder of the year. St. Ambrose has
typically purchased tables at such events as the St. Joseph
Villa Benefit, the CCS dinner, etc. We have also been
generous in giving to a number of charitable causes. We
will curtail these gifts for the remainder of this fiscal year.

Daily Mass is moved to Marian Chapel. We are now
celebrating daily mass at 7:00 a.m. in the devotional
chapel off the sanctuary. This will save a significant
amount of heat and electricity since we will not have to
use the main Church except for weekend and special
occasions.

These are just some of the ways we are trying to
respond to the impact of charitable giving on our Parish.

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There are additional more drastic measures I am looking
at including staff reduction and/or hours worked.
Parishioners who are able are encouraged to increase
their weekly contributions if possible so we will not have
to cut additional services or staff. I am committed to
make sure that the Parish lives within its means and does
not finish the year with a deficit.

Social Hall Renovation Delayed: The Parish Finance
Council voted unanimously to suspended plans
temporarily for the Social Hall renovation until we see
how the Parish will finish this fiscal year. If it appears
that we will end the year with a surplus, we will move
ahead with the project in June. If, however, things
continue to worsen in the economy, then the project will
be delayed indefinitely. This means the Social Hall will
be open and available for functions until June.

Please Pick Up Your Remembrance Pictures: This
weekend will be the last weekend the pictures of our
beloved dead will be on display in the front of the Church.
If you have a picture on the front table, please pick it up
after Mass today. After the display is taken down on
Monday, the pictures will be available on the shelf behind
the wooden altar screen.

Young Adult Holiday Party: On December 19th, the
diocese is hosting a festive evening at the Bishop's
Residence (he'll be there). Alcohol will be served,

so only those 21 and up are invited. All young adults are
invited.
