Holy Week Begins Today:  

The celebration of Palm 

Sunday marks the beginning 

of the most sacred week of 

the liturgical year.  We call 

the three most important 

days of this week the 

TriduumðHoly Thursday, 

Good Friday, and Holy 

Saturday (or the Vigil of 

Easter).  On Holy Thursday 

we celebrate the Lordôs Last 

Supper.  An important part of 

this celebration is the 

symbolic washing of the 

feet.  Those in the RCIA 

class who are preparing to be 

received into the Church at 

the Easter Vigil are selected 

to represent the 12 apostles 

whose feet Jesus washed.  

The foot washing shows that 

Jesus came to serveðeven to 

the point of giving his life on 

the Cross for us.  On Good 

Friday Mass is not 

celebrated.  Instead we 

gather on Friday evening to 

hear the reading of the Passion, to venerate the Cross and to remember Christôs suffering 

and death for each of us.  The summit of all the celebrations of Holy Week and 

throughout the entire liturgical year is the Easter Vigil service on Saturday night.  At this 

celebration we bless the Easter fire, reflect on the story of salvation history from 

Creation and through the prophetic writings.  We celebrate the Sacraments of Initiation 

for those in RCIA and we remember Christôs resurrection at the Easter Eucharist.  While 

none of these celebrations are obligatory for Catholics to attend, everyone should 

consider coming to one or all of these liturgical celebrations of the heart of our Christian 

faith.
